Salzburg and "The Sound of Music" sites

cations, including the Mirabell Gardens, Leopoldskron Palace, 
Hellbrunn Palace, and the gazebo from the beloved “Sixteen 
Going on Seventeen” scene. In the afternoon, enjoy free time 
to explore Salzburg’s rich history. Consider visiting Mozart’s 
Birthplace or ascend to Hohensalzburg Fortress for breathtak-



ing city views. Tonight, we’ll be treated to an unforgettable clas-
sical concert dinner show.

Salzburg to Mondsee and Lake District
